INTRODUCTION
Thank you for choosing our product. We hope you will
enjoy using the appliance.

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

1. Read the instructions carefully before use and keep
them for future reference.

2. Always unplug the radiator from the main supply
when not in use and during cleaning.

3. Do not let the radiator unattended during its
operation.

4. Do not cover the radiator during its operation to
avoid the risk of fire.

5. Keep the radiator at a distance of at least 90 cm
from any combustible material, such as furniture,
curtains, bedding cloths or papers.

6. Keep the radiator clean. Do not place objects into
the ventilation, as this may cause electric shock, fire or
damage to the radiator.

7. Close supervision is required when the appliance is
used near children.

8. Never let the cord to get in touch with wet or hot
surfaces, to get twisted or near children.

9. Do not use the appliance outdoors.

10. Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric oven.
11. Never use the appliance with a damaged cord or
when it is malfunctioning.

12. Never attempt to open any part or disassemble
the switches.

ASSEMBLY

Remove the radiator and all the accessories from the
packaging.

1. Turn the radiator upside down, carefully.

2. Place the wheels into the specific holes on the
metallic wheel base.

3. Place the wheel base between outermost fins on
each side of the radiator. Securely fasten the wheel
base on radiator by using U shape bolts screwing the
wing nuts onto the bolts.

4. Tighten the wing nuts.

5. Turn the radiator up-right to its normal position.

Place the radiator on the floor at least 90 cm away
from the wall and other objects, for example furniture,
curtains or plants.
Make sure the power supply corresponds to that on
the rating label
Plug the radiator into the main power supply. The
thermostat knob and the power switches must be in
the '0' position.

2. Switch the radiator to one of the following power
settings.

a) Push power switch one (I) 1000W

b) Push power switch two (II) 1500W

c) Push both power switches (I/ II) for 2500W
3. The power switches light up when the appliance is
activated.
4. Turn the thermostat knob clockwise to increase the
temperature.
5. Turn the thermostat knob counterclockwise to
decrease the temperature.
6. To turn off the appliance, press the power switches,
and turn the thermostat knob to the "0" positions, and
unplug the cable from the mains supply.

CLEANING

1. Always unplug the cable from the mains supply
before cleaning.

2. Clean the outer surface of the radiator with a damp
cloth and then wipe with a dry cloth.

3. Do not use waxes or polishes as these may react
with the radiator and cause discoloration.

STORAGE

1. Keep the packaging for future storage.

2. Clean the radiator following the cleaning
instructions above.

3. Remove the castors.

4. Place the radiator, and the castors in the original
packaging, and store it in a cool and dry place.

5. If you choose to store your radiator fully assembled
make sure to cover it in order to protect it from dust.
