USAGE

1. Remove all packaging materials and ensure
proper packaging is discarded. Keep packaging materials (plastic bags, Styrofoam, etc.) out of the
reach of children.

2. Open the cover of the indoor unit battery compartment, insert two AAA batteries following the
correct polarity, and close the lid.

3. All screen indications will light up for 3 seconds and a characteristic activation sound will be
heard. The indicators will then stop flashing and the appliance will display the internal temperature
and humidity.

4. Open the wireless sensor battery compartment cover by turning the lock cover anticlockwise.
Insert two AAA batteries following the correct polarity and then select the desired unit of
temperature and the desired transmission channel from the respective switches. Once the settings
are complete, assemble the wireless sensor and lock it by turning the locking cover clockwise until

it locks in place.

NOTES:

e When assembling, align the connection points (A and B) and place the rubber ring correctly in
place (all parts to be securely locked together) to prevent water from entering the sensor.

¢ Do not touch the antenna when disassembling the wireless sensor.

5. The indoor unit will then be connected to the wireless external sensor. The process will take
about 3 minutes. During the connection, the ('4 icon will start flashing on the unit screen.

If the connection is not completed within 3 minutes, “- -.-” will appear on the LCD screen. Press
the "CH" key continuously for 2 seconds to restart the connection process.

While the alarm is ringing, press the “ 7Z 'Q_ " key to activate the snooze function. With the snooze
function, the alarm is postponed for 8 minutes, at which time the ringing will be repeated.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
1. Never immerse the indoor appliance in water or other liquids.
2. Wipe the housing and screen of the appliance with a soft cloth.

STORAGE

1. Always store the device in a safe and clean place. For the best protection of the device, store it
in its original packaging.

2. If you do not intend to use the appliance for a long time, remove the batteries from the indoor
and outdoor unit before storing them to prevent leakage of battery fluid.
